The Student Council

The Student Coundil (SC) consists of 24 students (2 representatives for each class) elected in September each year by written ballot, and 3 contact teachers („coordinatros“) elected in the same way as the class representatives. All students and teachers in the school are eligible and can nominate themselves for the election.Meetings are held at least once a month or more often if requested. 

Once a year the school runs a 2 day seminar („Training Day“) for the newly elected members of the SC, some representatives of last year SC and contact teachers. (see enclosure „Training Day). The SC (or its representatives, usually the Chairperson or the Vice-chair) have regular meetings with the Head teacher and the school management to offer advice and suggestions.

The class representatives function as a link between the students of their class and the SC. They plan meetings of the SC, produce questionnaries for the students about their views on school life, organize special school events (susch as Student Democracy Training Day, Christmas party, Charity Day, Marathon, etc.), represent Obchodní Akademie on the school web-page and in mass media. After each meeting of the SC the class representatives report back to their class about the decisions taken at the meeting of the SC.

In case the class representative was ill or because of some other serious reason missed the meeting of the SC, his depute can attend it, but he has no right to vote. If a member of the SC missed more than three SC meetings without a serious reason and doesn´t take part in the work of the SC, the class must elect another representative.

The Chairperson, the Vice-chair and the Secretary of the SC are elected by the members of the SC by written ballot. They are responsible for the conduct of the meetings, production of agenda and the Information board of the SC.

The contact teachers (the coordinators) function as a link between the students, teachers and the school management. The contact teachers, the Coordinator of the Comenius project and the Head teacher have the right to attend and speak at the SC meetings but they have no right to vote. If any other member of the school staff wants to attend the SC meeting, he must inform about it beforehand to be included into the agenda. The decision about his participation is taken by the SC according to the usual procedure.

When a vote is called there must be a majority with at least one vote in favour from each party in order for the decision to pass. The chairperson has two votes. The agenda for the next meeting must be also voted.

The Student Council discussions can be various. This year, for example such topics have been featured: school attendance, skiing course, the condition of the student lockers and the toilets, anti-litter projects, smoking at the territory of school, the school magazine, etc. 

It´s our intention to encourage our students and teachers discuss not only  everyday problems of the school life, but to link student democracy with students learning. We would like to involve students to determine what is their favoured learning style and engage them and their teachers in discussions about the methology used in the classroom. We do understand the difficulty of the problem and we look forward to learning from our partner schools.
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
