The British Council has confirmed that Shawlands Academy has been selected as the secondary school category clear winner in the Comenius 1  UK wide mural design competition. 

Professor Graham Crowley Head of Painting at the Royal College of Art pronounced it to be "terrific....a sophisticated and stunning piece of artwork....very ambitious and beautifully constructed". The judges felt that "incredible research had evidently taken place" and were intrigued by the complexity of the design and the references to the evolving and diverse nature of language and the history of English, which they felt showed "a great deal of thoughtfulness, particularly within a European context".
