CASE STUDY 1

A boy has been punched in the playground.

This is the third time he has come to class with a black eye or scratched face so it has obviously happened before.  The boy is Roma and is the only one in your class.

CASE STUDY 2

Two girls are arguing outside your classroom.  One shouts at the other “Fatty”.  The girl shouts back “ Paki bitch”.

CASE STUDY 3

Going into school in the morning, you notice that someone has painted on the wall “All Arabs are Terrorists”.

You have no Arab pupils in your school.

CASE STUDY 4

A boy in your class is wearing a t-shirt with a swastika and the name of a heavy metal band on it.

CASE STUDY 5

The British National Party have leafleted your school and in class one of your pupils waves the leaflet at a group of Asian girls saying, “This is right.  You should all go back to your own countries.

CASE STUDY 6

You have an exchange teacher from India who has a strong accent.  In class one of the boys from an Asian background answers a question and mimics the teacher.  The rest of the class find this funny.

CASE STUDY 7

Between lessons a group of girls pull off a Moslem girl’s hijab and pass it round – trying it on and laughing while she tries to get it back.

CASE STUDY 8

At a local primary school, a Somali girl is always left without a partner as they are lining up in pairs for PE.  Another girl refuses to hold hands with her, telling the teacher that the Somali girl’s skin is ‘dirty’.

CASE STUDY 9

You are marking an exercise book.  Inside the back cover, you notice that the pupil has written ‘White Power – Born to Rule’

CASE STUDY 10

Two girls from the Congo are discussing their class work in their own language, Lingala. A white girl complains that they should speak English in class and not use their ‘monkey language’.
